The Basic Fault:  Understanding 
and Treating Regressed and 

“Unreachable” Patients

with Nancy Bakalar, M.D.

This will be an eight-week seminar (telephone and/or in person) in which together we will read and expand our understanding of Michael Balint’s concepts of The Basic Fault. Balint understood that interpretation based on drive theory and oedipal conflicts did not touch nor help severely regressed, borderline patients.  These individuals suffer with more profound difficulties, faults in their mind structure which need repair not through interpretation, although interpretations are made, but rather through a profound, resonant empathic understanding of the therapist or analyst.  
We will study these concepts from at least four vertices: didactically, from readings; clinically, through discussion of case material brought by seminar members or the instructor; affectively, by paying attention to our own internal states as we discuss and associate to the concepts and case material, and finally, by tracking group process as a way to inform us about what we are studying.

She has a special interest in early development and trauma, and co-edited Intimate Transformations: Babies with Their Families.  As a Navy psychiatrist, she served as consultant to the US Congress and wrote mental health policy for combat stress control while assigned to the Pentagon.  She completed her residency at the National Naval Medical Center in Bethesda, Maryland, and graduated from George Washington University School of Medicine.
