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Dr. Emde is Professor Emeritus, Department of Psychiatry at the University of Colorado School of Medicine and is Certified Active Member of the American Psychoanalytic Association. Dr. Emde is nationally and internationally known for his researches on early childhood development which spans more than thirty-five years. He has published over two hundred scientific papers, books and reviews, and has served on numerous editorial boards and research panels.
An emerging theory of early moral development will be presented for discussion. Connecting the dots from recent research in infancy and biology, REV-r theory supplements attachment theory.  It describes a moral sense that like security is rooted in evolutionary biology and emerges early in development within the context of emotional availability and practicing experiences within an adaptive parenting relationship.  However unlike attachment, early morality is not based on fear and protection, but instead on positive emotions as well as a wider range of emotions connected with the relief of distress. The theory will also be set in the context of a changing discourse about morality resulting from adult research in the social sciences.
