“An ethical competence” according to Atkeson and Schmukler in their forthcoming book on the topic, “implies a combination of knowledge and actions which are integrated, coordinated and applied in specific and often unique clinical contexts.  Those clinical contexts may be suffused with distinctive, unanticipated and often conflictual situations”.  We are all aware that unconscious forces shape relationships as transferences and countertransferences are experienced and expressed continually in our work, and with children, adolescents and parents these unconscious forces are multiple.  It is the aim of this workshop to provide clinical and theoretical material that will help analytic clinicians recognize, in often intricate clinical scenarios, what ethical principles may be present and how to critically assess the resolution of such conflicts.
