Dominique wrote:

Michel de M’Uzan is one of the most respected analysts in France; he has published extensively, but was, alas, not translated as often as deserved.  He was one of the major authors in the domain of psychoanalytic psychosomatics and co-discoverer of “la pensée opératoire” in psychosomatic patients, a discovery that was repeated independently in the US a few years later by Nemiah and Sifneos (alexithymia).  He also worked analytically with patients with terminal illness, as well as on the question of identity.  But most of his untranslated writings deal with what happens during the analytic session.  More recently (he is now 88!) he proposed a kind of synthetic view of the structuring of the psyche, integrating the question of the neuroses, the psychoses and psychosomatics.  I think this should be interesting for the group.  His theory is always closely knit with clinical issues.
