The French psychoanalyst, Jacques Lacan, and the German philosopher, Martin Heidegger, are two of the most profound students of the human condition that this past century has seen. Psychoanalyst Gabriela Zorzutti is a founding member of Escuela Freudiana de Mar del Plata in Mar del Plata, Argentina.  She is also a Special Member of the Denver Psychoanalytic Society.  She participated in the clinical research group of Universidad Nacional de Mar del Plata.  She was rigorously formed in Freudian and Lacanian theory in Argentina, where she is from.  She received her analytic formation from Dr. Liliana Falfagni, Dr. Hector Lopez, and Dr. Maria Clara Areta.  She is currently working on the translation of three psychoanalytic books by Dr. Hector Lopez, and was chosen to be the only translator for his work.  Gabriela Zorzutti moved to this country 5 years ago and has a private practice in the Denver Metro area.  

Rick Anthony Furtak, Ph.D., is Associate Professor of Philosophy at Colorado College.  He received his PhD from the University of Chicago, studying under Martha Nussbaum, Jonathan Lear, and Jean-Luc  Marion, among others.  His written works include “Wisdom in Love: Kierkegaard and the Ancient Quest for Emotional Integrity” and “Rilke’s Sonnets to Orpheus: A New English Version, With a Philosophical Introduction,” along with a number of shorter essays on various topics in existential thought, philosophical psychology, and the  philosophy of literature.  He is currently working on a book about passions and moods as forms of embodied knowledge.
