This will be our first continuing education offering in Boulder and it reflects the pluralism embraced by the presenters.  The two of us have been having bicycle-based talks about psychotherapy for at least ten years and decided to see if they could stand the test of the classroom.  We believe that “training” includes mental health degrees, case conferences, consultations, supervision, personal psychotherapy, workshops, parenting, marriage, spirituality, religion, friendship, enemyship and the body’s own life and history.  Therapists can only be exactly who they are.  Examining one’s always-limited perspective is useful and should be embraced by any practicing psychotherapist.  We will read four papers for this four-week course.  Each has implications for the therapeutic relationship, conceptualizing the inner dialogue of the therapist and for technique.  They will draw from quite different views and were chosen to stimulate a spirited conversation.

The class will be invited to join in an inevitably spirited dialogue about what we do, what we think we do, and why we think we do it, with the hoped-for result that we all learn how we move between the so-called theoretical and the intimate and personal.
Upon completion, participants will receive a certificate of attendance with pertinent information.

Robert Unger, LCSW, Ph.D., CAC III, is a psychotherapist and psychoanalyst in private practice and a long-time faculty member in the Masters Contemplative Psychology Program at the Naropa University.  Pursuant to his special interest I group psychotherapy and group dynamics, he conducts several treatment and supervision groups, consults to organizations on group issues, and is a co-founder of the Colorado Center for the Advancement of Group Studies and the Colorado Group Psychotherapy Society.  He has been a presenter at the national conference of the American Group Psychotherapy Association for the past 18 years by which he was awarded fellowship status and elected to its national board of directors.  His current clinical and cultural interest is in the dynamics of disappointment. 
Drs. Rosen and Unger have a combined total of over 50 years of clinical experience and 30 years of bicycle schmoozing between them.
