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Friday, March 11 – Sophie’s Choice tells the story of the torturous effects of one woman’s Holocaust survival.  Meryl Streep and Kevin Kline deliver stellar performances - with discussant: Margy Stewart, Psy.D.   Margy is a psychoanalyst who has expertise in working with traumatized people.  This experience influenced her choice of a film that leaves us thinking about the devastating cruelty people can inflict on others.  Margy has been involved in bringing psychoanalytic ideas to the community through various outreach programs.
Friday, April 8 – Mrs. Brown is a 1999 film starring Judi Dench and Billy Connolly.  Dench won a Golden Globe for Best Actress in this movie.  The story relates Queen Victoria’s struggle to regain her will to rule her people after the death of Prince Albert.  John Brown, played by Connolly, was her passionate, cantankerous Scottish Highlander who brought her back to life.  Their close relationship created such excite-ment that she was referred to as Mrs. Brown - with discussant:  Barbara Redinger Ph.D.    Barbara is a psychoanalyst in private practice in Denver.  She has maintained an interest in theater and film since she was a young girl and is delighted to introduce and discuss Mrs. Brown, one of her favorite movies.

Friday, May 6 – Casablanca is a thriller, musical, and detective story surrounding a romantic tale.  Ingrid Bergman and Humphrey Bogart provide superb, psychologically intense performances in this all-time classic  - with discussant:  Mike Moran, M.D.   Mike is a psychoanalyst in private practice in Denver.  He has long-standing interests in film, theater, and Greek tragic drama.  
Friday, May 20 – Alfie - An unrepentant ladies’ man begins to understand the consequences of his lifestyle -  with discussant:  Stacey Fry, Psy.D.   Stacey is a recent graduate of the Denver Institute for Psychoanalysis and a member of the Denver Psychoanalytic Society.  She has an interest in film and art and how psychoanalytic perspectives can be understood as they are brought to life in creative ways.  
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Friday, June 3 – Stand By Me  -  The story of four friends searching for a missing teenager’s body, based on the Stephen King novella originally titled The Body, or Fall from Innocence.  This is a look at the world (small town USA, 1959) through 12-year old eyes -  with discussant:  Tom Avery, LCSW.   Tom is a psychoanalyst and family therapist with a background in using expressive arts – dance, music, drama and play in the treatment of children and adults.
