Our intention in teaching this course is essentially to make the above topics accessible to clinician’s of all backgrounds and career stages.

By the end of the 10 weeks (which will include a carefully chosen, but not insignificant amount of reading!) you should have achieved the following goals:

1) Have an overarching schematic understanding of the basic elements of the limbic system, their function, relevance for implicit and explicit memory, representational world phenomenon, connectivity and functional relationship to the body and some implications for understanding psychosomatic illness.

2) Have a basic understanding of the autonomic nervous system and basic neuroanatomy so that you can more readily understand and contextualize newer interdisciplinary research in the neurosciences and related area’s that have relevance for our clinical understanding.

3) Have a basic understanding of the research findings about infant and adult attachment categories, the research paradigms used in each, and the clinical implications of the categories as currently defined, (including psychopathologic correlates to these attachment categories).

4) Have a basic understanding of chaos theory or nonlinear dynamic systems theory, complexity theory (a rose by any other name…) and an intuitive sense for its relevance in understanding self-organizing systems (the mind, all biologic systems, ourselves, and our patients).

5) Have a fundamental understanding of the ‘gist’ of Allan Schore’s model of normal and pathologic psychobiologic development, and how it correlates with the previously mentioned attachment categories and/or adult psychopathologies.

6) Have an understanding of the elements of the infant response to trauma, and the implications this understanding has in understanding early relational trauma, and the associated tendency toward pathological dissociation in adult life.

7) Have a sense of the treatment model suggested by Schore’s perspective on early relational trauma, in working with those with early/pre-oedipal issues, personality disorders, sensory integration disorders, etc.

8) Be able to read Schore’s books without thinking either you or he has a thought disorder!
