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Friday, January 20th  – Network (1976) Paddy Chayefsky’s dark comedy about our fascination with celebrity, power, and money is as explosive and relevant today as it was in 1976.  Nominated for 10 Academy Awards, winner of 4  with discussant: Richard Simons, M.D.   Dr. Simons  is a member of the Denver Institute for Psychoanalysis and the Denver Psychoanalytic Society.  He has long been interested in the relationship between psychoanalysis and various aspects of creativity, including film.
Friday, February 17th  – Buck (2011) Buck Brannaman’s journey from childhood abuse to uniquely gifted horse trainer teaches us about the human heart and how we form attachments to one another.   Discussant:  Joan Heron, LCSW, is in private practice in Boulder where she works primarily with adults and couples.  She is particularly interested in the process of understanding interpersonal dialogue within relationships and the impact of that process on the creation of one’s own narrative
Friday, March 23rd – Brokeback Mountain is the 2005 adaptation of Annie Proulx’s stunning short story which first appeared in the New Yorker in 1997.  Reductionistically labeled “the gay cowboy movie,” this is a tragic love story which challenges our notions about love, human sexuality, idealism, fidelity, prejudice, and fear.  Heath Ledger and Jake Gyllenhaal turned in stellar performances.”   Discussant:  Fred Mimmack, M.D. is a psychoanalyst who has been in private practice in the Denver area for many years.  He is a Clinical Professor in the Department of Psychiatry at the University of Colorado.  His interests include the long-range effects of sexual abuse, the psychology of creativity, of sport, and of hippophilia.  
Friday, April 27th – Caught – This critically acclaimed art film wasn’t heavily promoted or long in the theatres, so you may have missed it.  The superbly acted illicit love triangle that is the focus of the drama raises psychological questions about which of the characters is/are “caught,” and what has “caught” them.  Discussant:  Eric Braden, Ph.D. has practiced psychology in Denver for more than 40 years.  He has attended many training seminars sponsored by the Society, and been a regular at the film series.  He currently conducts a psychoanalytically informed private psychotherapy practice.
