The purpose of this six-week course is to enhance therapeutic skill by studying together the concepts of countertransference, honing the self as a therapeutic instrument to better understand patients’ dynamics, to learn from patients’ free associations and to see the effect on patients of our actions, enactments and interpretations.  We will draw on the work of Patrick Casement in his first work on this subject matter, On Learning from the Patient (1985).  This book is required and available on-line used for about $6. Other readings provided.  
We will study these concepts from four vertices:  didactically, from readings; clinically, through discussion of case material brought by seminar members or the instructor; affectively, by paying attention to our own internal states as we discuss and associate to the concepts and case material, and finally, by tracking group process as a way to inform us about what we are studying
Format:  This seminar will be offered either as an in-person or as a telephone seminar, depending on how many out-of-area students are interested in taking this course.  I have taught telephone seminars for many years and they work out well.  If the course is taught by telephone conferencing, you will need access to unlimited long-distance service because the conference call access telephone area code is 712.

We will wait to see who elects to take this course before making a final decision as to whether to hold the seminar in person in my Lone Tree office or by telephone conference call.  The seminar group will be limited to eight people.   

Participation and Attendance:  We value group process and group dynamics as a way to understand the material and to “anchor” our learning affectively.  In signing up for this course, you are making a commitment your fellow group participants as well as yourself in attending, reading ahead, learning and thinking together and in discussion. 

Nancy L. Bakalar, M.D., is a psychoanalyst and psychiatrist who practices, teaches and supervises psychotherapists in Lone Tree, Colorado, a suburb of Denver.  She is on the faculty of the International Institute for Psychoanalysis and the International Psychotherapy Institute in Chevy Chase, Maryland.  She has a special interest in early development and trauma, and co-edited Intimate Transformations:  Babies with Their Families.  She served as consultant to the US Congress and wrote mental health policy for the Department of Defense while assigned to the Pentagon.  She completed her residency at the National Naval Medical Center in Maryland and graduated from George Washington University School of Medicine.
