Description:   In this course, participants will read and discuss five classic novels from a psychoanalytic perspective.  The small, informal group format and monthly schedule will allow a deep exploration of each work.  We expect to enhance our understanding of men’s psychological development viewed through the mind of five great authors, as well as the ways in which we as readers respond consciously and unconsciously to literature.
