David Scharff,M.D. is the Former Director, International Psychotherapy Institute; Vice-President, International Association for Couple and Family Psychoanalysis; Clinical Professor of Psychiatry, Uniformed Services University of the Health Sciences and Georgetown University; Supervising Analyst, International Institute for Psychoanalytic Training; Teaching Analyst, Washington Psychoanalytic Institute; Former President, American Association of Sex Educators, Counselors and Therapists.  He has written twenty-three books (many co-authored with Jill Savege Scharff) including The Sexual Relationship, Object Relations Family Therapy, Object Relations Couple Therapy, Object Relations Individual Therapy, Object Relations Therapy of Physical and Sexual Trauma, New Paradigms for Treating Relationships, and The Interpersonal Unconscious which will be published later this year.  He has been translated into Italian, German, French, Korean, Russian and Chinese. 

In this Scientific Program, Dr. Scharff presents the idea that the unconscious is fundamentally interpersonal, both in origin and expression.  The unconscious is interpersonally constructed from infancy onwards via unspoken communication between infants and parents, interpersonally expressed in interaction with family, friends and colleagues throughout life, interpersonally experienced in intimate relationships including psychotherapeutic and psychoanalytic ones, and is always interpersonally active as it continues to grow and learn from the wider social environment.  Dr. Scharff will present supporting ideas from analytic theory, child development, and neuroscience, and examples from child analysis, and family and couple analytic treatment that support his thesis.
