Paula Atkeson, Ph.D. and Anita Schmukler, D.O. are both Training and Supervising Analysts in child, adolescent and adult, Dr. Atkeson at the Baltimore Washington Institute for Psychoanalysis and Dr. Schmukler at the Philadelphia Center for Psychoanalysis.  Dr. Schmukler is also a supervisor at the NYU and Cincinnati Psychoanalytic Institutes, has authored numerous papers, and edited a book on termination called Saying Goodbye.  Dr. Atkeson is one of the founders of the Jenny Waelder Hall Center for Children and has been the psychological consultant to several schools in the Washington D.C. area.  Their new book Ethical Practice in the Therapy and Analysis of Children and Adolescents will be released in January 2012, an outgrowth of a study group they co-chaired for many years focusing on problems faced in the supervision of child and adolescent therapy. 

The topic of ethics is often seen as static and dry, and brings to mind a list of rules to abide by in clinical practice. However, a code of professional ethics does not demonstrate the subtle and often conflicting situation-dependent ethical principles encountered by clinicians.  In addition, work with children and adolescents poses its own dilemmas based upon age, stage of development, diagnosis, and the fact that parents and families play a significant role. This is an area rarely discussed in the literature.  Drs. Atkeson and Schmukler will address some of the issues involved when working with children and adolescents, and the facets of ethical dilemmas met in every day practice.  Although specific to this age group, mental health clinicians working with all ages will find the presentation pertinent to their work.
