FEMINISM & PSYCHOANALYSIS:

DIVERGING AND CONVERGING IDEAS
At one time, theories of feminism and psychoanalysis seemed to have little in common and much in opposition to each other.  Over time, feminism and psychoanalysis have influenced the evolution of each other.  Psychoanalytic theories of female development include major contributions from feminist informed theorists, and some feminist authors have integrated psychoanalytic ideas into their theories.  In some areas, there seems to be little demarcation between these theoretical areas – but in other areas differences are present.  This all day seminar will examine divergence and convergence in the evolution of psychoanalytic and feminist theories aimed at effective psychotherapy for women.

Drs. Paula Bernstein, Marjorie Leidig, Barbara Redinger, and Margy Stewart have been designing this course over the past year.  Included in the program will be a review of psychoanalytic and feminist ideas about women’s development.  Psychoanalytic theories regarding femininity will be reviewed, beginning with the debate between Freud and Karen Horney between 1922 and 1933, leading to current perspectives as reflected in the writings of Jessica Benjamin, Paula Bernstein, Nancy Kulish and Deanna Holtzman.  Feminist theories beginning with Phyllis Chesler and Judith Herman moving through the Stone Center work and onto newer authors: Carolyn Enns, Laura Brown and Lillian Comas-Diaz will be reviewed.  A comparison of theories will follow.  We will end the seminar with a clinical discussion of psychoanalytic and feminist ideas.

Paula Bernstein, Ph.D., practices clinical psychology and psychoanalysis in Denver.  She has been modeling and re-modeling courses on development for the Denver Institute since 1986.  Her syllabi for integrating gay and lesbian development into each development course were presented nationally in the early 90’s and were widely adopted in Psychoanalytic Institutes throughout the United States.  She currently serves on the Editorial Board of Psychoanalytic Quarterly, and is a sub-Editor on Sex and Gender for the forth-coming Concise Encyclopedia of Psychoanalytic Terms and Concepts. 
Marjorie Whitaker Leidig, Ph.D., is a feminist clinical psychologist and has had a private practice in Boulder for 33 years.  She also is a forensic psychologist who practices nationally.  Dr. Leidig is on the Adjunct Faculty at the University of Colorado and has long been interested in the intersection of feminist psychology and psychoanalysis.
Barbara Redinger, Ph.D., is a psychoanalyst and psychotherapist in Denver and a member of the faculty of the Denver Institute for Psychoanalysis.  Dr. Redinger developed and expands her interest in women’s issues, psychoanalytic ideas, and the observation of mind, with her PhD in Clinical Social Work from Smith College, her psychoanalytic training at the Denver Institute, and through ongoing collegial endeavors. 
Margy Stewart, Psy.D., a psychologist and psychoanalyst, is on the faculty of the Denver Institute for Psychoanalysis and teachers in the Denver Psychoanalytic Society Continuing Education program on a regular basis.  She is continually searching for theories and ideas to integrate with all she learns from patients in order to effectively engage in 
psychotherapeutic processes with them.
