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Description: Three prominent psychoanalysts will discuss the personal and professional influences that have, over time, shaped their theoretical convictions and clinical technique.  Conceptual and metapsychological shifts will be traced from Freud’s drive-defense model to ego psychology, object relations theory, self-psychology, and intersubjectivity.  The relative contributions of infant research, empirical studies of treatment process and outcome, socio-political forces within the psychoanalytic community, and the heightened societal sensitivity to issues related to gender, ethnicity, and sexual identity/orientation will be considered.
