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In this paper, Dr. Moran explores and compares the thinking of a number of psychoanalytic and anthropological authors on man's nature, the functions of aggression, and the origins of war.  Dr. Moran will sample the writings of historians (Thucydides), anthropologists (Meade; Lorenz), and philosophers (Aristotle)in this survey.

Such a survey may enrich our views on war's persistence, as well as deepen our understanding of the impediments to the attainment of an enduring peace.
