Both Drs. Redinger and Stewart are faculty members of the Denver Institute for Psychoanalysis and in private practice in the Denver area.





Description:  This course will explore narcissism and self-esteem.  We will include conceptualizations of narcissism; development of healthy narcissism; experiences of narcissistic injury; as well as serious disturbance in the development of the self resulting in narcissistic disorders.  Included in this course will be a focus on shame as it is the primary affect resulting from injuries to self-esteem or narcissism.  Class discussions will involve clinical material and assigned reading.





Goals:  Participants will be familiar with – 1) concepts of normal self esteem and narcissism; 2) concepts of narcissistic structuralization; 3) what constitutes narcissistic injury; 4) how the affect of shame relates to narcissism.
