Rabbi Bernard R. Gerson was ordained at the Jewish Theological Seminary of America. She teaches at the Denver Psychoanalytic Institute and is an assistant clinical professor of psychiatry at the University of Colorado Health Sciences Center.  She has a private practice in the Southeast Denver, DTC area, with special expertise in clinical supervision.  She has a special interest in integrating psychology and Judaism through the study of texts, rabbinic teachings, and Kabbalah.
