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To continue the conversation started by Dr. Robert Emde in our first meeting on the genesis of morality, we will now move on to ethics.  What do we talk about when we speak of the ethics of psychoanalysis?  Is truth connected with ethics?  What does psychoanalysis say about truth? What does our daily clinical practice imply with regard to  ethics? To develop these questions we will go back to Freud’s clinical work, which always kept him in search of explanations that later became the theory.  To illustrate this,  we will focus on the case of Dora, well known to all of us.  Lacanian theory and philosophy also will inform the discussion. 
 
Ms. Gabriela Zorzutti took her clinical training in Argentina, in Freudian and Lacanian psychoanalysis.  Additional training in philosophy and linguistics complements her clinical theoretical base.  She is a member of the International School of the Forums of the Lacanian Field, and delegate of the Psychoanalytic Forum of Colorado.
