Judith Wallerstein, Ph.D. is an internationally recognized authority on the effects of divorce on children and their families.  She founded the Judith Wallerstein Center for the Family in Transition, a major center for research, education and counseling for families in separation, divorce and remarriage.

Dr. Wallerstein is the author of numerous books and scientific publications, which have been translated into over 12 foreign languages.  Her books include:  Surviving the Breakup: How Men, Women and Children Cope With Divorce; Second Chances:  Men, Women and Children a Decade After Divorce;  The Good Marriage:  How and Why Love Lasts;  The Unexpected Legacy of Divorce:  A 25-Year Landmark Study; What About the Kids?  Raising Children Before, During and After Divorce.
Dr. Wallersetin was educated at Columbia University and the Topeka Institute for Psychoanalysis.  She received her Ph.D. in psychology from Lund University in Sweden in 1978.  She was on the faculty at the School of Social Welfare, University of California, Berkeley, from 1966-1992.  Dr. Wallerstein has also held faculty positions at the School of Law, University of California, Berkeley; the Hebrew University, Jerusalem; and Pahlavi University Medical School in Iran.  She has lectured at numerous universities throughout the U.S. and abroad.  Dr. Wallersetin has received numerous, distinguished honors and awards throughout her brilliant career.

Dr. Wallerstein’s work shows the importance of rethinking our clinical theory and interventions to suit this very large population.
Cheryl Straus-Witty, Ph.D. is a clinical psychologist as well as a child and adult psychoanalyst practicing in Colorado Spring for the past twenty-seven years.  She is on the faculty of the Denver Institute for Psychoanalysis.  She specializes in the treatment and evaluation of affective and anxiety disorders, PTSD, learning disabilities and neuropsychological dysfunction, divorce and custody issues.
